Intent
At Burrsville Infant Academy, our science curriculum gives children a strong understanding of the world around them and develops their natural curiosity to find out how and why things happen. As scientists, children experience science through different contexts that are engaging, contextual and appropriate for their age group. They acquire specific skills and knowledge to help them to think scientifically using enquiry and investigation and encourage creative thought. Children learn to ask scientific questions and discuss issues which affect their lives, community and the world as a whole, now and in the future. Through a variety of investigative and practical experiences, children have the opportunity to develop their understanding of the world through exploration and investigation. In addition, children are immersed in scientific vocabulary aiding their knowledge and equipping them with the ability to be able to explain scientific concepts.

At Burrsville Infant Academy, scientific knowledge and enquiry skills are embedded in each project the children study and knowledge and skills are revisited and developed throughout their time at school.

As children progress through the school from EYFS to KS1, they revisit the appropriately sequenced scientific knowledge, skills, content and vocabulary so that they are built upon each year. This allows children to have the opportunity to achieve and develop the depth of their learning. 
Children are provided with a variety of opportunities for their science lessons to take part both inside and outside the classroom. This enriches and consolidates the learning which is embedded within their scientific practice. Children access the natural world and complete there learning outdoors when required this gives real life examples to children’s learnt knowledge













Impact

At Burrsville Infant Academy our science curriculum is planned for the children to demonstrate their developing knowledge of living things and their habitats, plants, animals including humans, everyday materials, seasonal change and their ability to work scientifically. 
Through the science curriculum being taught, children develop their love of science where they are fully engaged and focused on becoming scientists where they show curiosity and the desire to investigate.
Upon the completion of each science unit and throughout it, teachers will assess children against the science progression of content document and the national curriculum. 
Termly assessments take place to allow teachers to track the children’s progress against age-related expectations for science. 
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
