Implementation
At Burrsville Infant Academy, we use the ‘Saffron Academy Trust’ scheme of work. This scheme mirrors the Essex SACRE Agreed Syllabus 2022, which is the Essex agreed syllabus for Religious Education. The following religions have been selected for study:
Buddhism, Christianity, Hinduism, Humanism, Islam, Judaism and Sikhism.
 
At Burrsville Infant Academy, Religious Education is usually taught for one session each week across the school or lessons may be blocked when appropriate. In line with the Essex SACRE 2022 Syllabus, the Saffron Academy Trust RE Scheme explores Religious Education through three distinct lenses:

Theology Lens-Thinking through Believing
There are four knowledge strands for theology:
A. Where beliefs come from   
B. How beliefs change over time 
C. How beliefs relate to each other
D. How beliefs shape the way believers see the world

Philosophy Lens-Thinking through Thinking
There are three knowledge strands for philosophy: 
A. The nature of knowledge, meaning and existence
B. How and whether things make sense
C. Issues of right and wrong, good and bad

Human and Social Science Lens-Thinking through Living
There are three knowledge strands for human and social science:
A. The diverse nature of religion
B. Diverse ways in which people practice and express beliefs
C. The ways in which beliefs shape individual identity, and impact on communities and society and vice versa

Cognition and Learning: Saffron Academy Trust’s Five Step Pedagogy
This is centred around Rosenshine's Principles of Instruction, with a strong emphasis on Modelled Exemplar - Guided Practice - Independent Practice (My Turn - Our Turn - Your Turn). This approach - which is a consistent feature of the scheme from EYFS to Year 6 - allows for often complex concepts and applied activities to be broken down into small steps, allowing all pupils to engage and succeed.
Session Sequence
Explore-Model-Guided Practice-Independent Practice- Reflect and Challenge
At Burrsville Infant Academy, the aim of Religious Education is to help children to acquire and develop their knowledge and understanding of Buddhism, Christianity, Hinduism, Humanism, Islam, Judaism and Sikhism.

Religious Education provides
children with the ability to learn about religions as well as learn from religions. Children learn to appreciate the way that religious beliefs shape lives.

We value the religious background of all members of the school community and hope that this will encourage individuals to share their own experiences with others freely. All religions and their communities are treated with respect and sensitivity and we value the links which can be made between home, school, and a faith community. We acknowledge that each religion studied can contribute to the education of all our pupils.

Religious Education can also help
children:

- to explore their own religious and moral beliefs (whether they are religious or non-religious).

-to encourage understanding,
empathy, generosity and
compassion towards
other people who hold views and
beliefs different from their own.
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The children at Burrsville Infant Academy enjoy learning about different religions and why people choose or choose not to follow a religion. Through their learning, the children can make links between their own lives and those of others in their community and in the wider world. Religious Education offers our children the means to understand how other people choose to live and to understand why they choose to live in that way.

We measure the impact of our Religious Education curriculum through the following methods:

•Formative assessment of pupil
discussions about their learning.
• Monitoring children’s understanding of
topic linked vocabulary.
• Interviewing the pupils about their
learning (pupil voice).
• Learning walks and reflective staff
feedback (teacher voice).
• Marking of written work in books.
