

Burrsville Infant Academy Learning Environment Expectations

General

· All classrooms should be tidy - minimal resources out on surfaces – no clutter and floors clear
· Teacher’s desks should be positioned in a way that supports the children interacting with you and should be tidy.
· All resources labelled and accessible for pupils independently
· Tables should be clear - pupils should just have access to a pencil, pen, ruler, rubber and pencil sharpener
· Exercise books should be stored in cupboards and handed out at the beginning of each lesson.
· Book corners - some space within your classroom should be allocated to celebrate books and reading for pleasure this need to be inviting! Whole School Literacy Spine to be displayed
· Pupils coat pegs and trays should be labelled before the start of the year
· Displays should be working walls and therefore should be current and support learning. Flip charts for Maths and English accessible. 
· The walls of the classroom should not be cluttered with information - displays boards should be used for this purpose
· Visual timetables on display to outline the school day.
· Displays to have darker coloured headings on a lighter background, avoiding patterned lettering and fonts (reducing cognitive overload and dyslexia friendly).
· Children with specific needs are demonstrably met within individual classes and reflected within the learning environments (e.g.high contrast colours in visual impairments). 
· Teacher’s presentation on working walls should model what is expected of the pupils, in presentation and handwriting. 
· Door to have Class Name and more about the tree
· Colour Monster Display – this will allow the pupils to check in with their emotions daily.

Phonics

· Blue chart
· Speed Sounds Poster

At the front of the room so they can be seen.

Maths

· Working Wall with examples - will build up as the week progresses
· Key mathematical vocabulary 
· Squared paper flip charts
· Concrete/pictorial representations should be displayed where appropriate and possible to support learning. 
· Positioned at the front of the classroom (where possible).
· Pupils should be able to use the working wall to support their learning
· Maths manipulatives should be labelled and accessible to all pupils - Maths Caddies
· 100 Square

English

· Vocabulary/sounds for the week 
· Lined paper flip charts
· Positioned at the front of the classroom
· Pupils should be able to use the working wall to support their learning
· Examples of modelled work should be displayed to support the pupils with their learning. 
· Handwriting - how we form each letter of the alphabet should be on display for all pupils to see. 

Curriculum

· Vocabulary displayed for the unit
· Questions to provoke thought
· Knowledge planner for unit on display
· Pupils’ thoughts/notes displayed
